Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Municipal Separate Storm Sewer 
Systems (MS4s)Systems (MS4s)

An MS4 is a conveyance or system of conveyances that is:

•Owned by a state, city, town, village, or other public entity  
that discharges to waters of the U.S.; Designed or used to 
collect or convey stormwater (including storm drains, pipes, 
ditches, etc.); 

•Not a combined sewer

•Not part of a Publicly Owned Treatment Works (sewage 
treatment plant)

•Georgetown was classified a MS4 in 2003

Regulatory requirementsRegulatory requirements

•• Includes federal, state, and local lawsIncludes federal, state, and local laws
•• If site has bare soil area of one acre or more, If site has bare soil area of one acre or more, 

you will be operating under a state permit you will be operating under a state permit 
backed by federal lawbacked by federal law

•• Penalties for violations: up to $32,500 per day, Penalties for violations: up to $32,500 per day, 
per violationper violation

•• US EPA has targeted KY for enforcementUS EPA has targeted KY for enforcement

•• Construction sites with a Construction sites with a 
disturbed (bare soil) area disturbed (bare soil) area 
of one acre or moreof one acre or more

•• Construction sites with Construction sites with 
less than one acreless than one acre of of 
disturbed area that are disturbed area that are 
part of a part of a ““common plan of common plan of 
development,development,”” like a like a 
subdivisionsubdivision

Common plan of developmentCommon plan of development

•• Includes subdivisions, commercial and industrial Includes subdivisions, commercial and industrial 
developments, etc.developments, etc.

•• If one acre or more in the overall development If one acre or more in the overall development 
will be disturbed (cleared, excavated, filled),will be disturbed (cleared, excavated, filled), all all 
areasareas of the development need permit coverageof the development need permit coverage

•• If you are building on If you are building on any lotany lot in the in the 
development, you need permit coveragedevelopment, you need permit coverage

•• Unless! Unless! The individual portions of the The individual portions of the 
development are separated by >.25 miles. development are separated by >.25 miles. 

What does Stabilization mean?What does Stabilization mean?
•• As defined by KYR10,As defined by KYR10,

–– All soil disturbing activities at the site have been All soil disturbing activities at the site have been 
completed and either of the two following criteria are met:completed and either of the two following criteria are met:
•• an uniform perennial vegetative cover with a density of 70% of tan uniform perennial vegetative cover with a density of 70% of the he 

native background vegetative cover for the area has been native background vegetative cover for the area has been 
established on all unpaved areas and areas not covered by established on all unpaved areas and areas not covered by 
permanent structures, orpermanent structures, or

•• equivalent stabilization measures (such as riprap, gabions, or equivalent stabilization measures (such as riprap, gabions, or 
geotextilesgeotextiles) have been employed.) have been employed.

–– Person who has control of plans and Person who has control of plans and 
specifications, with decisionspecifications, with decision--making authoritymaking authority

–– Person with dayPerson with day--toto--day control over activities at day control over activities at 
the construction sitethe construction site

–– Can be developer or contractorCan be developer or contractor

•• Subcontractors at the site need permit Subcontractors at the site need permit 
coverage if they are involved in clearing, coverage if they are involved in clearing, 
excavation, installing, or moving ESC controlsexcavation, installing, or moving ESC controls

KPDES Permit requirementsKPDES Permit requirements
•• What are the requirements for construction sites?What are the requirements for construction sites?

–– Register with the KY Division of Water by filing a Notice Register with the KY Division of Water by filing a Notice 
of Intent (eNOI or NOI)of Intent (eNOI or NOI)

–– Local construction / grading permit may also neededLocal construction / grading permit may also needed
–– Develop a written SWPPPDevelop a written SWPPP
–– Install & maintain BMPSInstall & maintain BMPS
–– Document installations, inspections, & repairsDocument installations, inspections, & repairs
–– Remove controls & stabilize projectRemove controls & stabilize project
–– File a File a ““Notice of TerminationNotice of Termination”” with the KY Division of with the KY Division of 

Water after project is completed to ensure that liability Water after project is completed to ensure that liability 
for runoff from the site has endedfor runoff from the site has ended

How do you get the permit?How do you get the permit?

•• Develop a SWPPP that addresses erosion, sediment, and Develop a SWPPP that addresses erosion, sediment, and 
polluted runoff (readily available)polluted runoff (readily available)

•• Complete a Notice of Intent form, send it to the KY Complete a Notice of Intent form, send it to the KY 
Division of Water (and local stormwater office)Division of Water (and local stormwater office)

•• EE--NOIs will receive response in 7 daysNOIs will receive response in 7 days
•• Paper NOIs receive response in 30 daysPaper NOIs receive response in 30 days
•• You can begin work AFTER Notice of Coverage is You can begin work AFTER Notice of Coverage is 

approved.  approved.  NO MORE AUTOMATIC APPROVALS!NO MORE AUTOMATIC APPROVALS!
•• SWPPP subject to public reviewSWPPP subject to public review
